Canal Corridor Overview

General Location

The 'Canal Corridor' area of the City of Gloucester is located to the south 
west of the City Centre. It stretches from the Docks, southwest towards 
Quedgeley and encompasses land adjacent to Bristol Road and further 
south towards Quedgeley. The extent of the area is indicated on the plan.

Characteristics

The area is characterised by a mix of different uses, though predominantly 
employment. The Canal Corridor can be broken down into a number of 
constituent parts and these are discussed in detail on the plan opposite.

Planning Policy

Under the Council's current planning 
policy approach, existing employment 
sites are protected against loss to 
other uses, unless certain criteria can 
be met. In addition, a number of sites 
are subject to draft allocations for 
development during the future 
including new employment uses and 
residential development.

The Council is currently considering a 
planning application for the former St 
Gobain, Contract Chemicals and 
Wellham Graham sites. The planning 
application is outline (detail to be 
determined through a separate 
application) and proposes 340 
residential dwellings, office and light 
industrial employment land and a 
showroom. The application should be 
determined in spring 2010.

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1 Land Between Bristol Road and the Canal
This area constitutes a large tract of land 
sandwiched between Bristol Road to the east and 
the Gloucester & Sharpness Canal to the west. 
Historically this area has been home to heavier 
general industrial uses that have developed in close 
proximity to the canal and includes to likes of timber 
yards, manufacturing units and specialist 
engineering. Residential dwellings and retail units 
front onto Bristol Road.

4 Land off Bristol Road
This part of the Canal Corridor Area constitutes a 
significant area bound by the canal to the west 
and Cole Avenue to the south. To the north and 
west is located the dense residential area of 
Linden.

The area is characterised by a number of different 
industrial and trading estates with presence from 
major manufacturing and storage and distribution 
companies, as well as car showrooms, caravan 
sales areas and vehicle mechanics, main fronting 
onto Bristol Road. Within the area there are also a 
number of areas of derelict land and buildings that 
are currently being promoted for development.

3 Land West of the A38
This part of the Canal Corridor is bound by the A38 
to the east and surrounded by the residential 
dwellings of Quedgeley on all other sides. This area 
is a fairly recent addition to Gloucester's 
employment offer and constitutes a mix of office, 
manufacturing and warehousing and distribution 
uses.

2 BT Depot
Located between the canal 
and the southwest bypass, 
this area is currently used as 
a depot facility by BT and 
includes several industrial 
buildings, areas of open 
storage and surface level car 
parking.
